Manuscripts must be original, intended exclusively for the Brazilian Journal of Geriatrics and
Gerontology, and not be submitted for simultaneous evaluation to other journals.

The text must not include any information that allows author identification; author data should
only be entered in the specific fields of the submission form.

Items Required for Submission:
1. Proof of research approval by an ethics committee, where applicable
2. Standard Copyright Agreement Form

3. Completed Checklist (Research Reporting Guideline) according to the study design,
where applicable (see models at https://www.equator-network.org/).

As part of the submission process, authors must verify the items required for submission, as
listed below:

1. Document certifying research approval by an Ethics Committee, where applicable. This
document must be uploaded to the system as a "file not for review" (see below for more
details).

Notes:

e Research involving human subjects: Must include information regarding approval by a
Human Research Ethics Committee, in accordance with National Health Council
Resolution No. 466/2012. In the "Method" section, the last paragraph should
constitute a clear statement of this compliance.

e One of the authors must be the person responsible for the project approved by the
Ethics Committee (Plataforma Brasil). If this is not the case, a signed authorization from
the project's responsible party must be submitted.

e The manuscript must be accompanied by a copy of the Ethics Committee's approval
opinion.

3. Write the article using the Reporting Guideline (Checklist) according to the study design,
where applicable, and submit the completed checklist at the time of submission. The
checklists for writing and evaluating various health study designs are available through the
Equator network (https://www.equator-network.org/).

Clinical trials: RBGG supports the WHO and ICMJE policies for clinical trial registration,
recognizing the importance of these initiatives for the international registration and
dissemination of information about clinical studies in open access. Therefore, only clinical
research articles that have received an identification number from one of the Clinical Trial
Registries validated by the criteria established by WHO and ICMJE will be accepted for
publication. The identification number must be recorded at the end of the abstract.
